The artwork must be an original piece created using
generative Al, has never been published or participated
in any competition, and copyrighted images cannot be
used in the artwork.

All submitted artworks will not be returned regardless of
whether they win an award.

Participants must fill in their personal information clearly
on the artwork, otherwise it will be disqualified.

The artwork must not contain foul language, violence,
innuendo, parody, or defamatory elements, and must not
violate the laws of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region, otherwise the participant will be
disqualified.

The copyright of all winning artworks belongs to the
organizer. The organizer has the right to use, modify, and
distribute the artworks for educational and non-profit
purposes.

The organizer reserves the right to make the final
decision on all participation qualifications and

competition results.
